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GENESIS OF OFFICE OUTBREAK 
 
 

In 2002, after York Entertainment distributed our first film, R.I.C.C.O., my 
filmmaking partner retired from the business.   I contemplated for weeks what 
project I could develop, serving as the Executive Producer, Writer, Director, 
Producer, Script Supervisor, Casting Director, Grip, Gaffer… with a limited 
budget, crew and shooting days.   
 
Several weeks later, I arrived at the idea of shooting a movie in my office building, 
a high-rise in downtown Detroit.    My first thought was to write a screenplay 
depicting employees in an average corporate American office, however the movie 
OFFICE SPACE and the Television show, THE OFFICE have done that.  I finally 
came up with a concept of an outbreak consisting of a highly contagious, deadly 
disease, which leads to the Center for Disease Control, and the FBI to quarantine 
the building and declare a state of emergency for the safety of the general public at 
large.  
 
I added two sub-plots: Reality T.V. and Accounting Fraud to add more conflict and 
a comedic satire angle.   
 
The screenplay took six weeks to write, one month to cast, 10 days to shoot, and 
six months to edit.    I am proud of the way the project has come together given the 
many constraints the independent filmmakers encounter.

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SYNOPSIS 
 

Auditors uncover accounting fraud at a Fortune 500 Company.  The CEO and CFO 
behind the fraud attempt to coerce the auditors into keeping the fraud quiet. 
 
Meanwhile, a worker who recently returns to work after being on a Reality 
Television show begins infecting others with a highly contagious disease that sends 
the infected into a violent rage against the non-infected.  
 
For the safety of the outside world, the Center for Disease Control (CDC) and the 
FBI declare a state of emergency and locks the building down.  No one is allowed 
in or out of the premises.  The people on the inside must survive the onslaught of 
the infected people until a vaccine is developed.   
 
Later, one of the FBI agents on the case discovers that his long lost love is one of 
the people quarantined inside the building and violates agency protocol to rescue 
her. 
 
This dead serious comedic satire unfolds largely in real-time and is shot with a 
documentary film style.
